In Tough Times

At my erst DMCS parent
orientation in August 1990,
Board President Peter Wozniuk
welcomed families and shared
his philosophy of Christian
education. He explained that
he and his wife, Judy, had
had to make some priority
decisions about educating their
Judy and Peter Wozniuk daughters. One decision was to
avoid car payments. He researched and found good used
cars, purchased them with cash, and maintained them
for several years. The money saved on car payments
were invested in Christian school tuition for their three
daughters, Andrea — 1988, Tanya — 1990, and Natasha
—1995.

At the time, we were making payments on a top-of-the-

line 1988 vehicle, and Mr. Woziuk's advice changed
my thinking. | have not purchased a brand-new car

since, but have been able to see our own three children
graduate from DMCS and go on to attend, or graduate
from, Christian Colleges. | have shared Mr. Wozniuk’'s

sage advice with other new families many times since.

Recently, | caught up with Natasha Wozniuk Devine on
Facebook and learned the secret to her father's frugal
car purchases. She wrote, “He is wise, because he truly
seeks God. | remember when he bought my mom a 1987
Nissan Stanza in 1993...the car had zip. My mom drove
it for 4 years and then it went with me to college. | then
drove that car all the way out to California. Three years
ago... we sold it to our neighbor for $1 for his teenage
son... do you know that little car is still going today, with
the original transmission and everything! Our neighbors
gave it to a friend down the street... We still see the car
around town...It’s still running today at 22 years old!”

Tasha continued, “...when my dad was getting ready to
purchase a different used car, He would put on his torn,
oil stained clothes and gardening tennis shoes, then walk
