● File the Iowa Financial Aid application on/before March 1, 2019 
● Graduate from an eligible Iowa high school 
● Attend an eligible college or university in Iowa 
● Have an eligible Expected Family Contribution (EFC) on the 2019-20 FAFSA. (The 

2019-20 eligible EFC won't be determined until late Spring 2019. For reference, the 
2018-19 eligible EFC was $0 - $9,064)
